b. Public Hearings

AGENDA ITEM 1: Consideration of a request changing the use of land submitted CPH, Inc. as agent for Ed Cox Motor Company, Inc. relating to property located at the NE corner of Eglin Parkway and South Street, Fort Walton Beach. The request is to change the Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map (FLUM) designation for the property from Low Density Residential to Commercial (C), or a more restrictive FLUM designation. If the FLUM amendment is approved, request to rezone the property from Residential - 1 (R-1) district to General Commercial (C-3) district, or a more restrictive zoning district. Property contains 2.67 acres, more or less.

Terry Jernigan read into record agenda item one.  Mr. Jernigan advised the audience that the County Commission will hear the alleyway vacation to set a public hearing on June 21, 2016, and they are asking for the actual hearing date of the alleyway vacation to be on July 19, 2016.  Mr. Jernigan advised that it was staff’s opinion that this does not represent a functional and compatible mix of land uses appropriate to the area, and the requested action has the effect of introducing commercial intrusion into a predominately residential area.  Mr. Jernigan advised the Commercial future land use designation and C-3 zoning would allow a broad range of commercial activities. Mr. Jernigan continued with his staff report as entered in the agenda packet.  Mr. Jernigan read into record a letter received late afternoon on June 9, 2016 by the applicant requesting a continuance to the next scheduled Planning Commission July 14, 2016.  

Attorney Parsons addressed the Chairman advising she spoke with the applicants legal counsel and addressed that this is the first continuance that the applicant is asking for and she would strongly recommend that they continue the applicants presentation until the next board meeting, so there would be no legal due process issues, and with that being said she did speak with the counsel and there are a lot of citizens at the meeting and if the board allows speaking it should be about procedure only, where she also recommends that the board refrain from doing board discussion today and wait until they have the full applicant presentation at the next meeting.

Chairman Patrick inquired for the record if the applicant’s attorney is Carl Sanders. 

Attorney Parsons advised that she did speak with Attorney Sanders and they will not be in attendance, but they did have a representative at the meeting tonight, not from the attorney’s office, here to request the continuance.

Chairman Patrick called for Mr. Sutch.

Mr. Sutch addressed the board advising as per the letter sent to the Growth Management office today they would like to request a continuance to the next scheduled hearing to give clients and counsel time to address the staff report.

Chairman Patrick inquired if the legal counsel was in attendance.

Mr. Sutch advised no.

Chairman Patrick inquired if the situation was that the applicant was not aware of staff’s objection.

Attorney Parsons advised that to the best of her knowledge that is what happened and they obtained legal counsel.

Chairman Patrick advised at this time they could entertain a motion to continue the agenda item to the next meeting and should that happen they would open the floor to discussion to the public primarily hopefully on procedural matters, that factual presentations would be handled at the next meeting should this come back to the board.

Discussion ensued.

Motion to continue agenda item 1 until the July 14, 2014 Planning Commission meeting made by Bruce Ravan, second by Jeremy Stewart---4ayes. Motion Passes.           

Mr. Jernigan addressed the Chairman and reserved the right to change the staff report depending on what might come out between now and the next meeting.

Chairman Patrick agreed.

Chairman Patrick inquired if Mr. Sutch would like to say anything else before he opened it up to the public.

Mr. Sutch advised no.

Chairman Patrick called for Charley Dyess.

Mr. Dyess addressed the board advising he does not have questions about procedure but he does have comments and will save them for the next meeting.

Chairman Patrick called for Jim Plantholt.

Mr. Plantholt addressed the board advising his feeling on the matter of changing from residential to Commercial is bad.  Mr. Plantholt advised that his concerns were if they change to Commercial there will be an increase in traffic in the residential area and it should not be changed to Commercial.

Chairman Patrick called for Moton Peterson.

Mr. Peterson addressed the board inquiring if the applicant was given more time to put together more paperwork together are they as residence allowed access to the paperwork.

Chairman Patrick asked Mr. Jernigan to address Mr. Peterson’s question.

Mr. Jernigan advised they could call the office of Okaloosa County Growth Management, 689-5080, and whatever is received will be shared and brought to the next meeting for the Planning Commission to have access to the same information the staff has access to.

Discussion ensued.

Chairman Patrick called for Betsy Plantholt.

Ms. Plantholt addressed the board advising due to the area having a small beach that public has access to and there are many people and children walking and riding bicycles that traffic will be an issue and she did not feel it would be safe if they allowed the change.

Chairman Patrick called for Doug Ayers.

Mr. Ayers addressed the board advising he thinks this request is a terrible idea for their neighborhood and it is a good example of how the applicant is trying to dodge the needs of the neighborhood.  

Chairman Patrick advised Mr. Ayers that this board will be listening to anything he or anyone else has to say concerning this issue at the next meeting.

Chairman Patrick called for any other speakers.

Mr. Raymond McLeod addressed the board inquiring how the other residents would know of the next meeting date, if the applicant was required to send out letters to let them know of the meeting date.    

Mr. Jernigan advised that the applicant is not required to by law but the representative is sitting in the audience and he could ask him if they would be willing to do so.

Attorney Parsons advised the Chairman that there are certain requirements with regards to other notices such as advertisements that will have to go out again.

Mr. Norman Gagnon addressed the board advising that he felt this is a dodge and that the applicant has had plenty of time, and wanted to know why they legally could get the continuance. 

Chairman Patrick advised it was his understanding that the applicants request was a reasonable request and it is an honest truthful thing that they were not aware of staff’s position and they needed time to look into it and acquire an attorney, but the public will certainly get the opportunity to speak at the next meeting.

Mr. Gagnon requested that the board only give one continuance in this matter.

Chairman Patrick advised he could not guarantee that but normally they only get one.
