H. DISCLOSURES

Leslie Adams read the disclosure statement. 

Chairman Patrick advised he spoke with Mr. Jernigan earlier in the day concerning some items on the agenda.  All other Commissioners advised no to speaking with anyone prior to the meeting.  Chairman Patrick, Commissioner Ravan advised to having visited the property prior to the meeting.  Commissioner Collins advised to driving past the property prior to the meeting, and Commissioner Stewart advised he had not visited the property prior to the meeting.  All Commissioner’s advised they could render a fair and impartial decision on the agenda items.

b. Public Hearings

AGENDA ITEM 1: Consideration of a request changing the use of land submitted by JP Engineering as agent for JRW Investments, LLC relating to property located at 106 Pamela Ann Drive, Fort Walton Beach. The request is to change the Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map (FLUM) designation for the property from Low Density Residential (LDR) to Mixed Use (MU). If the FLUM amendment is approved, request to rezone the property from Residential – 1 (R-1) district to Mixed Use (MU) district. Property contains 1.78 acres, more or less.


Mr. Jernigan read into record agenda item 1 request advising there was a lengthy staff report prepared but he had sent the Commissioners an e-mail, dated November 8, 2016, which he read into record advising there was an apparent misunderstanding about the JRW Investments FLUM amendment and rezoning advising the staff report and legal ad were based upon the property id number identified in the application and the deed provided, and there was also a data analysis report provided along with the application that narrowed the request to lot 3 & a portion of lot 4, shown in the report provide and unfortunately the report was placed in the wrong file and was not discovered until November 8, 2016. Mr. Jernigan continued by advising if the FLUM and rezoning request were limited to the area described in the report then staff had no objections to the request and he apologized for any inconvenience, stating there are two possible paths going from this point forward 1) for the application to be clarified during the course of this hearing and allowed to progress to the Board of County Commissioners under the staff report that reflects the change and , 2)  the application could be continued to a time certain to allow the staff report to reflect the clarification and allow the applicant to meet with the concerned residents over the proposal. Mr. Jernigan advised for record of the opposition letters from several signatories of a petition which he assumed were area residents and  another from Alex Henley that were forwarded via e-mail to the Commissioners before the meeting.  Mr. Jernigan suggested it be left up to the applicant on which way he would like to proceed.  

Chairman Patrick called for questions, and called for the applicant to come forward.

Mr. Matt Parker addressed the Board advising what was advertised in the newspaper was not what they had requested.  Mr. Parker advised the Board that they advised in the cover letter and application that they clearly identified and provided exhibits about what he was telling today, and advised that what was in staff report was not the case. Mr. Parker advised he had some exhibits advising they learned of the petitions and wanted to show the exhibits on poster board for the Commissioners and audience to see the proposed Future Land Use in the application.  Mr. Parker advised the owner would like to table the project in abundance of caution, and notify the public of the actual application request, and make it clear that they are not modifying the request, also noting that the newspaper advertisement went out in error.  Mr. Parker advised he would like to show exhibits. 

Chairman Patrick advised he would like to clarify for the record which property was intended to be considered.  

Mr. Parker addressed the Board using the posters showing the proposed changes, 100 ft. of lot 3, and 46 ft. of lot 4, and advising exactly what they were requesting.

Discussion ensued.

Chairman Patrick called for any questions, and clarified the request for the applicant is to continue this to the next meeting.

Mr. Parker advised that is correct.

Chairman Patrick called for questions from the Board and advised the people in attendance that he would answer any questions on procedure and if they have a motion to continue they will only be able to answer procedure questions, and encouraged the applicant to meet with the neighborhood, and if the motion to continue passes there will not be any discussion on whether to approve this item or not. Chairman Patrick called for a motion.

Motion to continue to the next meeting, December 8, 2016, made by John Collins, and second by Jeremy Stewart---3ayes, Bruce Ravan- Opposed.  –Motion passes.

	Chairman Patrick called for procedure questions only.

Mr. Dennis Jones advised that it was very inconvenient for everyone to come to this building for the meeting and would like to know if the next meeting could be held at the Court house annex.

Chairman Patrick advised that the meetings used to be held once a month switching from Crestview and FWB and they decided to have the meetings in a more central location to make it as convenient as possible.

Mr. Jones inquired even if the agenda item deals with the south part of the County.

Chairman Patrick advised yes and there may be agenda items next month from Crestview.

Mr. Jernigan advised there were already two items on next month’s agenda and they both deal with Crestview. 

Attorney Parson asked the Chairman to have Mr. Jones state his name and address for the record. 

	Chairman Patrick advised Mr. Jones to state his name and address for the record. 

	Mr. Jones stated his name and address.

Mr. John Thompson addressed the Board asking them to explain why they wanted to delay this when all parties are here and the issue had been clarified.

Chairman Patrick advised the applicant has the right to request a continuance and in an abundance of precaution when the legal advertising is improperly done it could result in further issues later on.

	Discussion ensued.

Mr. Jernigan addressed the Chairman advising there is clearly a procedural defect due to the advertising and to proceed now represents a legal problem for the County. 

	Attorney Parsons advised as legal counsel this could be a procedural due process issue.

	Discussion ensued.

Mr. Kirk Pristas addressed the Board asking if the application was going to be withdrawn and reissued and new public notice be reissued.

Mr. Jernigan advised the application will not be withdrawn, the ad will be readvertised and a new sign will be placed on the property.  Mr. Jernigan advised there was a misunderstanding with the application property numbers and the attached report property numbers.

Mr. Pristas advised he understood, but they were all being inconvenienced for an error with the application and the applicant was not being inconvenienced.

Mr. Jernigan advised the error was on the County’s part and he took full responsibility and he was sorry for the inconvenience. 

Mr. Pristas inquired if Mr. Terry Jernigan was related to Tracy Jernigan in one of the letters.

	Mr. Jernigan advised no.

	Mr. Pristas inquired for clarification if this was for the County to fix not the applicant.

	Mr. Jernigan advised that is correct.

Chairman Patrick called for anyone else to speak.

Mr. James Hensley inquired if the County Commission meeting will be delayed.

Chairman Patrick advised this item will not be on that meeting’s agenda as a result and would be moved to an appropriate meeting following this Boards action on the item.

Mr. Tom Oldham addressed the Board inquiring if the issue delaying this is the application, that nothing is changing concerning changing the zoning.

Chairman Patrick advised that the only thing was the misunderstanding of the property under the request.

Mr. Oldham advised he understood that and the reason for the agenda is that the applicant wants to rezone property and he wants to make sure he understands what is transpiring.

Chairman Patrick advised of the FLUM and rezoning requests.

Discussion ensued.

Mr. Thompson inquired if he is on Military TDY would he have the opportunity to voice his concerns through a letter.

Chairman Patrick advised yes and to get his letter to the County Planning staff and the letter would be forwarded to them before the next meeting.

	Chairman Patrick called for anyone else.

	Mr. Tom Oldham inquired if they needed to refile their petition.

	Mr. Jernigan advised that they would not need to unless there were new facts arise.

	Discussion ensued. 

	Mr. James Hensley inquired if there were going to be new certified letters.

Mr. Jernigan advised there will be a new sign posted on the property, a new ad in the paper and legally once this is continued in this manner that staff is not really required to do that but they will. 
	
	Chairman Patrick advised they were through with item one.

AGENDA ITEM 2: Consideration of a request changing the use of land submitted by Thomas Young Revocable Trust relating to property located off Garrett Pit Road, Crestview. The request is to change the Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map (FLUM) designation for the property from Agriculture (AG) to Low Density Residential (LDR), or a more restrictive FLUM designation. If the FLUM amendment is approved, request to rezone the property from Agriculture (AG) district to Residential - 1 (R-1) district, or a more restrictive zoning district. Property contains 54.43 acres, more or less. Transmittal hearing for state agency review.

Mr. Jernigan read into record item 2 and staff findings.

Chairman Patrick called for Mr. Young.

Mr. Tom Young addressed the Board advising he peace milled it they were going to do the first two tracks and thought they would do it quickly but they have been at it over a year.  Mr. Young advised he would do the whole thing, which includes the wetlands and all.

Chairman Patrick inquired if this takes care of all the property he plans to change.

Mr. Young advised yes.

Discussion ensued.

	Chairman Patrick called for questions and then a motion to change the FLUM.


Motion to approve the FLUM change made by Jeremy Stewart, second by Bruce Ravan—4 ayes. Motion passes.  

Mr. Jernigan inquired if this was with the caveat that this is it. 

Chairman Patrick advised Mr. Young just advised he doesn’t have any more to do.

Mr. Young advised this was all the land, and a lot of it is wetlands, and went on to discuss building a new road to make it look like a nice subdivision.

Discussion ensued.

Attorney Parson advised the Chairman that from a legal standpoint that she highly discouraged putting that caveat in the motion to limit the applicant.

Chairman Patrick advised it was not in the motion.

Discussion ensued.

Chairman Patrick called for a rezoning motion.

Motion to approve rezoning made by Bruce Ravan, second by Jeremy Stewart---4ayes. Motion passes.
